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Suffering changes us — “it will make you a far better Christian than you would
have been, or a far worse Christian than you would have been, but it will not leave
you as you were, “ Tim Keller spoke to over 2000 Chinese pastors in KL2020, “Many
times, suffering can lead to self-pity and self-righteousness’, to fearfulness,
bitterness, and hate, to weariness and discouragement.”
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
